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Aden International Airport was built in 1917 as a military base for the Royal Air Force
of the United Kingdom, and it was named «Khormaksar Air Base.» Its primary role was
to support British military operations in the Middle East and South Asia.

Transition to a Civilian Airport:

In 1949, the base began using its facilities for civilian flights, making it a major air
transport hub in the region.

Development and Expansions:

1.Post-Independence Phase (1967):

After the independence of South Yemen and the withdrawal of British forces, the
airport became fully civilian, and it was renamed Aden International Airport.

2.Expansion in the 1980s:

Between 1983 and 1985, a new passenger terminal was built to meet the gr(_)winfg
demand for air travel. This expansion featured modern facilities and a capacity of up to
one million passengers annually.

3.Modern Role:

Today, the airport is a vital hub for air travel &
in Yemen, serving the city of Aden and .
several neighboring governorates. It is also
used for military and defense purposes.

Geographical and Strategic Importance:

Location of the Airport:

The airport is located about 6 kilometers from the city
center of Aden, making it close to business areas "
and residential zones.

Yemen’s Gateway to the World:

Given Aden'’s strategic location, the airport serves
as a key link between Yemen and countries

worldwide, especially in South Asia, the Arabian
Peninsula, and East Africa.

Runways:

The airport is equipped with a 3,000-meter
runway suitable for the takeoff and landing of
large aircraft.
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Typically, people might view any international airport as just a station for travel and transit.
However, airports hold a deeper significance than merely being travel hubs, as their structural,
administrative, and service details reflect the journey of the country and the society they represent.

From this perspective, Charles de Gaulle Airport is the historical icon that embodies the greatness
of France in the eyes of the French people, while Istanbul Airport may be seen as a representation
of Turkey>s ambitions, and Dubai International Airport symbolizes the rise of the promising
United Arab Emirates. As for Aden International Airport, it represents the long struggle and
overcoming of the challenges faced by the resilient city of Aden for decades, even in the face of
wars and crises, standing strong like a steel shield.

Since the midf . -th century, Aden Airport has shone as one of the leading air gateways in the
Arabian Peninsula, marking the progress and development of the region. Over time, it has
undergone many phases, with occasional setbacks, yet it remained a distinctive landmark in the
history of Aden and the country as a whole.

By the end of the first decade of the 7yst century, Aden Airport played a key role in the
civilizational and developmental race, particularly after the successful hosting of the f-th Gulf Cup,
alongside the mncreasing flow of both domestic and international tourists.

However, the momentum of development started to reverse gradually after the political crisis in
Yemen. In §+1¢, following the Houthi coup in Sanaa, Aden Airport became a military target for
Houthi militias attempting to invade the city of Aden.

Since Aden International Airport is a mirror reflecting the rich historical legacy of the city, it was
the first vital target to be liberated by the military and resistance forces, with support from the Arab
coalition forces. The airports liberation marked a turning point in the military course in Aden and
the country. Later, operating the airport became the primary economic challenge and a crucial step

toward recovery after months of brutal war.

In 710, we worked to resume airport operations despite the difficult security conditions, using
an office torn apart by the ravages of war, which was empty except for remnants of the conflict.
Nevertheless, we:managed to carry out the essential tasks for the airporvs readiness, including
processing travel procedures, passport checks, luggage inspections, and welcoming visitors to the
country. Thanks to the significant efforts of all airport staff and security and civil entities working
there, and with the direct support of the Ministry of Transport and the General Authority for Civil
Aviation, flight operations gradually resumed. Meanwhile, our brothers in the UAE took the lead
in rehabilitating the airport’s infrastructure, which had been destroyed during the war.

After the airport was rehabilitated, hope was renewed as the airspace was opened to several
countries, allowing travelers from all over the country to fly. Our main focus became serving the
passengers and alleviating their suffering, especially since Aden International Airport was the only

window for our country to the world. We worked as a united team, carrying the burden of double
hardship, yet we did not give up despite the many challenges and obstacles in our way. We acted
responsibly to overcome the difficulties and continued to serve the passengers.

Everyone is aware that the country’s enemies have worked relentlessly to close the airport, using
various illegal means, such as systematic media defamation campaigns and even bombings with
explosives and car bombs. However, the brutal terrorist attack carried out by the Houthi militias
during the return of the government to Aden Airport at the end of -+ was the most violent and

human resources, infrastructure, as well as its reputation and
ot o o standing both locally and internationally.
